* OT - either English or Western Tack 
* English tack must be used in English classes 
  and western tack must be used in Western  
  classes and cannot be a combination of both 
* Apparel – Dress is informal, but neat 
  (Please – no t-shirts or baseball caps!) 
* Boots are required 
* Safety helmets permitted & encouraged 
 
ADP & CP horses may cross-enter in these divisions, 
but TP cannot cross-enter divisions at this show.
